Lesson plan.

Explore and describe:
Mandatory micro-, macro-preparations:

1. Describe the macro-preparation “Leiomyoma of the uterus”. Pay attention to the size, location, borders of the tumor, capsule, color and type of tumor in the section.
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2. Describe the "Chondrosarcoma" macro-preparation. Pay attention to the consistency, color and borders of the tumor, the absence of a capsule.
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3. Describe the micropreparation "Leiomyosarcoma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship between the parenchyma and stroma), secondary changes in the tumor tissue.

4. Describe the micropreparation "Uterine Leiomyoma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (thickness and direction of bundles of smooth muscle cells, quantitative relationships between cellular and fibrous structures), capsule. When staining with picrofuchsin, pay attention to the color of smooth muscle cells and connective tissue layers.
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5. Describe the micropreparation "Chondroma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship of the parenchyma and stroma).
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6. Describe the micropreparation "Lipoma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship of the parenchyma and stroma).
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7. Describe the micropreparation "Malignant mesothelioma of the peritoneum" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship of the parenchyma and stroma), secondary changes in the tumor tissue.
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8. Describe the micropreparation "Cavernous hemangioma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (size and shape of cavities, contents, nature of the lining), capsule, tissue condition.
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9. Describe the "Ultrastructural atypism of a tumor cell" electron diffraction pattern. Pay attention to the size and shape of the nucleus, the location of chromatin, the nuclear-cytoplasmic ratio, the size and shape of the organelles.
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Additional macro- and micropreparations:

1. Describe the micropreparation "Fibroma of the esophagus" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (thickness and direction of bundles of connective tissue, type of cells, quantitative relationships between cellular and fibrous structures), capsule.

2. Describe the micropreparation "Undifferentiated fibrosarcoma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship of the parenchyma and stroma), secondary changes in the tumor tissue.

3. To describe the micropreparation "Giant cell sarcoma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship of the parenchyma and stroma), secondary changes in the tumor tissue.

4. Describe the micropreparation "Round cell sarcoma" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship of the parenchyma and stroma), secondary changes in the tumor tissue.

5. Describe the micropreparation "Abrikosov's granular cell tumor" (staining with hematoxylin and eosin). Pay attention to the structure of the tumor (location, size, shape of cells and nuclei, the relationship of the parenchyma and stroma), secondary changes in the tumor tissue.
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
